Recipients must live in Lillington and 
they must be in need, but beyond 
that we will consider all requests.

Love Lillington provides small grants 
to people in need to cover the cost of 

essential items.

Recent requests have included beds, 
fencing, cookers and white goods of 

various sorts.

If you let us know what is needed, if funds 
allow, we will cover the cost. If it is for a 
particular item (such as a fridge) we will 

usually arrange the purchase and delivery.

Alongside providing financial support, Love 
Lillington also gives practical support and 
we have a team of people ready to help.

It could be clearing an overgrown garden 
or decorating part of a home, perhaps 
when a new mum and baby have just 

moved in.  

The possibilities are considered after an 
initial assessment. We won’t be able to do 

everything, but we’ll do what we can.
